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Arch dam
Shaped like an arch both horizontallv and verticallv. Made ol concrete.

Gravity dam
Triangular prolile with the tipstream lace nearlx vertical and I he downstream lace with a 

slope of belween 0.75:1 and 0.80:1. Made ofeilher concrete or masonry.

Buttress dam
Triangular prolile with both faces sloping. Composed ol T-shaped-basc blocks joined al the 

head and aligned to be watertight. Made of concrete.

Rockfill dam

Built with quarried materials. Shallow triangular shape with an extensivo base and both 
faces with similar slopes. Requires specific waterproofing with clav, reinforced concrete or 
asphalt.

Earthfill dam

Similar to a rockfill dam, except the material used comes from a natural deposit rather 
than a quany and the banks are somewhat less steep.
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
